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THE SECOND CONFERENCE OF EUROPEAN ASSOCIATION
FOR ASTAN ART AND ARCHAEOLOGY (AUGUST 24-27, 2017)
AT UNIVERSITY OF ZURICH, SWITZERLAND

Founded in November 2012 at the University of Ljubljana, Slovenia, the second conference of the
European Association for Asian Art and Archaeology (EAAA) took place between 24 — 27 August
2017 at the Zurich University in Switzerland [Voytishek et al. 2014; 2015]. The international forum
which brought together representatives of 27 countries, took place with full support of the Swiss
National Science Foundation, Chiang Ching-kuo Foundation for International Scholarly Exchange,
City of Zurich, University of Zurich and Canton of Zurich, as well as a number of government and
private organizations such as the Korea Foundation, Georgund Bertha Schwyser-Winiker Foundation,
Association Suisse pour la reléve en histoire de ’art, and many others.

The conference, organized by 48 sections, was attended by more than two hundred researchers
from various universities around the world. Along with the traditionally discussed topics on contem-
porary issues of archeology and art in East Asia, other issues discussed related to the development
of visual culture in China, Korea and Japan with aspects of collaboration between art and politics,
the globalization phenomenon and its application to contemporary art, and many others. Two keynote
speeches: “Ashura's Face” (prof. Yukio Lippit, Harvard University, USA) and “Korea through the
Foreign Lens: Photographs by Burton Holmes and Jack London” (Burglind Jungmann, University
of California in Los Angeles, USA) were of most interest to attendees and evoked lively discus-
sions.

By the words of the EAAA President Dr. N. Vampelj Suhadolnik and the EAAA conference orga-
nizing team, the main purpose of the conference is to give a platform to allow open dialogues between
scholars to present their recent research, highlight the significance of Asian collections in European
museums and institutions, the elaboration of existing art theories and methodology and the formation
of new research approaches to Asian art and archaeology [Second Conference..., 2017. P. 1].
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The Novosibirsk State University contributed with two joint lectures, about the origins and seman-
tics of stone sculptures of dogs in the south of China (prof. S. A. Komissarov, sen. lect. M. A. Kudi-
nova), as well as the reconstruction of the medieval ritual of “burial incense” on the Korean peninsula
in the context of historical-cultural ties in the East Asian region (prof. E. E. Voytishek, assoc. prof.
A. S. Shmakova).
